	Clarity
	Clearly explains & reviews grammar in an appropriate activity

	May have 2 errors in explanation of grammar; review of grammar is basic

	Achieves purpose
	Students improve scores on grammar review & feel that they completely understand grammar
	Students either improve scores on grammar review OR feel that they completely understand grammar
	Students somewhat improve scores or stay the same on grammar review; students feel that they understand grammar, but could use more references
	Students vaguely understand grammar; scores remain the same or fall lower

	Neatness
	Typed and easy to read; formatted clearly; no errors
	Typed and easy to read, may have some cluttered formatting, 1-2 errors
	Typed and fairly easy to read; has some challenging formatting; 3-4 errors
	Typed with many errors, may be handwritten, formatting is difficult to decipher

	Presentation
	10-20 minutes, clear voice, understands material enough to answer & explain questions
	10-20 minutes, voice may waver, understands material to answer & explain question with 1-2 errors
	10-20 minutes, voice wavers, understands material to answer & explain question with 3-4 errors
	Less than or more than 10-20 minutes, voice wavers, understands material to answer & explain question with more than 5  errors
