      2. Absorbed ideas of Egyptians

   B. 750 B.C. City State called a Polis (Athens, Sparta, Cornith, Olympia and Delphi)
      1. Separate city states due to geographic isolation
      2. Functioned as independent units except for Olympic Games and the Oracle at Delphi

C. Spread influence through colonization 
      1. Reasons: Land, growing population and new markets
      2. Result: Spread of Greek culture and increase wealth

II. Development of Democracy (4 stages)
   A. Aristocracy l ("rule of the best")/ Monarchy
   B. Oligarchy (rule of a small group
   C. Tyranny (strong rule by one person)
   D. Democracy (Limited) only 10% of population
      1. Males
      2. Citizens (born in Greece)
   E. Direct Democracy vs. Representative Democracy
      1. Direct = everyone takes part in decision-making
      2. Representative = choose people to make decisions for you
   F. Result of Greek's respect for the "rational mind"

III.   Athenian Democracy - "Government of Amateurs"
   A. Assembly open to all citizens; everyone can express opinion
   B. Council of 500 (ran ports, military bases and government property)
      1. Chosen by drawing
      2. Can only serve 2 times in lifetime
      3. Received a salary
      4. 10 generals chosen by assembly to lead army/navy
   C. Good citizens = participate in government
   D. Government usually led by aristocrats because well educated
   E. Weakness
      1. No one but Greek born males
      2. Slaves = 1/4 of population
      3. Women excluded
      4. No awareness of human rights

   B. Plague hit Athens 430 B.C. (killed Pericles)
   C. 415 Athens attacked Sicily defeated at Syracuse
   D. Civil War- Oligarchy (wealthy) vs. Democrats (poor)
   E. Rise of Macedonia (Alexander the Great); 338 B.C. defeats Greece

V. Lessons learned
   A. Belief that humans could control their political life through the use of reason
