


In a PowerPoint Presentation of 5-10 slides, detail the rise of nationalism in a chosen country or area during the 19th century. This could be any country, excluding Germany and Italy as we will spend/have spent so much time on those countries. You should look at the before, during and after pictures of the country’s economy, society, politics and culture, and take note of the leaders of the nationalistic movement. You may also wish to discuss where that country is now.
Since this is a PowerPoint, this focus of this is project is presentational in nature, so there should not be a lot of writing on your slides. Pictures, maps, graphs and timelines are welcome, as are videos. Remember to have an additional slide containing an annotated bibliography of all of your sources, at least 5; only one may be an encyclopedia or wiki. It will also be helpful to create a handout for your fellow students to use with your presentation (email it to Mrs. Fine by 11/10 to post on the web-site).
This project may be completed individually or with a single partner. If working with a partner, you must each evaluate your own and your partner’s efforts on this project, as well as detail both of your contributions to the project. Students will present their projects November 12.
